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As we always see that Scientists, Technical and other
categories of staff with similar qualifications tremendously
vary in their performance and contributions. This so happens
due to lot of variations in their competency to do the job. There
is differential levels of Knowledge, Skills and
Attitude/Behaviour in employees with similar qualifications.
Therefore, there is need to develop competency-based t?‘
framework for enhanced efficiency and effectiveness of all
categories of staffin the organization.

A fundamental principle of the competency framework is that each job should be performed by a
person who has the required competencies for that job. Competency approach is broadly dependent on
the principle of 'Right Person for the Right Job.' Competency approach enables to define and develop the
right knowledge, skills and behavior required for a job to perform the role effectively. Further,
competencies needs to be enhanced constantly to meet the ever-changing demands, and expectations of
the citizens. Understanding the importance of training and capacity building, AUK has formulated and
implemented Training Policy for promoting competency-based training for all categories of employees.
We have done a unique job of providing 4 days to 4 weeks need-based quality training to 76% staff
including from the lowest cadre of Supporting Staffto Assistant Professors of the University.

The first quarter of year 2025 was quite encouraging and encompasses a large number of important
events organized by the University. A training on 'Developing Winning Research Project Proposals and
Scientific Paper Writing' was organized for 44 Assistant Professors and Subject Matter Specialists of
various units of the University. Happy to mention that Colleges of the University successfully organized
trainings and awareness programmes on various important aspects including transforming agri-youths
to agricultural entrepreneurship, personality development and cyber crime prevention awareness
programmes, etc. for the students.

Directorate of Extension Education and KVKs of the University organized several skill
development and capacity development training programs which are creating self-employment
opportunities in the agricultural sector for farmers, women, rural youth.

In response to the new initiative of inviting School students of 9-12" standard to visit various
facilities of the University, more than 1600 students visited during the reporting period and explored
themselves about agriculture education, research and extension activities and career prospects in
agriculture sector. 21"-22" "Kulpati- Vidhyarthi Sanwad" was organized and 125 students have been
motivated by me and suggested how to achieve life goals in efficient way.

It is matter of satisfaction that 28 Assistant Professors of the University were promoted under CAS.

I am happy to share that the Construction work of Academic-cum-Administrative Block and Girls
Hostel at College of Agriculture, Hindoli have been completed and commissioned in a record time of 23
months. In order to speed up academic, research and extension activities in the University, one 52-
seater bus and three tractors were purchased.

I believe this Newsletter will be informative for everyone. I congratulate the whole editorial
team for their best efforts in compiling this newsletter.
